Language Performance:

Handwriting: Coco’s handwriting is weak. She struggles with letter size and placement. She also has some trouble with the stroke order of English letters. She can trace things very well but she does not have the hand-eye coordination to write free hand clearly or neatly. She also has a very limited understanding of capital and lowercase letters.
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Coco can copy the teacher’s sentence patterns when she is pressed to do so, but mainly she speaks in single words. She has memorized a few basic phrases related to our short in class dialogues but she cannot manipulate sentence forms very clearly, and has a lot of difficulty telling the difference between singular and plural nouns. When she does use a sentence pattern it is often incomplete (she drops articles – a/the - and sometimes the verb).
Word recognition: Coco cannot recognize most letters yet, and is aware of this limitation. She needs to consistently review the alphabet and writing at home. She can recognize the pictures of most of our studied vocabulary but has a lot of difficulty with the written forms, mostly because she cannot match the letters and the sounds. This is a key skill we will be working on throughout the course.
Phonetic reading: Coco has a lot of trouble sounding out words in our readers. This is mostly because she does not recognize many consonants, so cannot produce their sounds. She is able to use the medial e and a sounds of consonant-vowel-consonant words without trouble. She should be practicing with the A-Z readers at home daily.
Listening: Coco has a lot of trouble following classroom instructions but this is usually because she does not wait for them before starting activities. She has little difficulty completing dialogues with classmates, but struggles when she is asked to change roles or do them with the teacher.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Coco takes an active part in class. She is reluctant to do an activity first but otherwise volunteers often, and does all of our in-class activities.
Motivation: Coco seems to enjoy class, and is working hard. She does care about the quality of her work and will correct mistakes when they are pointed out to her. She is trying to be more active and improve. However, this effort seems to stop at the classroom door as she often comes to class without completed homework. It is important that she keep working hard at home if she is to make progress in English.
Focus: Coco has generally good concentration in class. Her one problem is that she does not wait for instructions to be given before starting activities which usually means she has to do them twice.
Next Steps:
It is very important that Coco review at home. She should be doing one iLab activity per week to keep pace with the class. As well the teachers usually give out additional worksheets that should be completed. She should be doing a page in her writing practice book per week at home, and I would like her to read our A-Z reader books daily to her parents.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Elena has a lot of difficulty with handwriting. When she is using the tracing paper she does not stay on the lines and has a lot of difficulty controlling letter size – also she sometimes skips letters. When she writes free-hand she makes all letters the same size and does not know where to place them on the line (particularly any letters that are taller, or hang below the line). She is unable to spell her name.
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Elena can fairly easily copy the teacher’s pronunciation and sentence patterns but she is unable to use them independently. She is not clear on the difference between questions and statements. Her vocabulary is weak so she grasps at sentence patterns, but cannot match them to the word she is trying to use – particularly singular and plural nouns.
Word recognition: Elena can recognize pictures of our vocabulary most times, but is unable to recognize written forms. She needs to review words at home consistently and should be making greater use of her writing practice book.
Phonetic reading: Elena has only recently joined our course, and has not done much phonetic reading with us. She seems to be able to sound out consonant-vowel-consonant pattern words with some help from peers. Her main difficulty is that there are many consonants she does not recognize. She is struggling with the medial vowel sounds (esp. the ‘e’).
Listening: Elena has very limited listening comprehension in class. She cannot follow most classroom instructions without a visual demonstration, and she cannot complete mini-dialogues with classmates or the teacher. In particular she is unable to recognize the introductory questions we have studied and give appropriate replies: “how are you?”, “what’s your name?”, and “how old are you?” She understands these are questions and generally what information should be provided but she guess randomly at the answer.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Elena is shy in class. She will participate when called on but she does not volunteer.
Motivation: Elena does try hard in class, but she gets easily discouraged and will then give up. She is self-conscious about her challenges, and very sensitive to what the other children do. It is too soon to say if this is an adjustment period coming into class or a larger problem.
Focus: Elena concentrates very well in class and has no difficulty completing her individual work. She struggles with pair work because she wants the teacher or the other students to give her direction. She needs to take more initiative on her own.
Next Steps:
Elena needs to review our classroom vocabulary at home with her writing practice book every week. Also I would like her to read the phonetic story books we have used so far at home daily, to her parents to practice speaking out in front of others. Finally, I would like Elena to bring in a USB-Key so the teachers can provide her with the classroom listening material for her to review at home.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Linda’s tracing handwriting is excellent but when she writes without guiding lines she has a weaker sense of letter placement – particularly letters that hang below the line (such as j and g) and those which are tall (such as t, h, b and d) are difficult for her to size correctly. This is a minor problem and is improving.
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Linda is very quiet in class, she can conduct dialogues with both the teacher and classmates quite well if she has seen them before and practiced. She often needs to be coached to speak, and does not speak loud enough to be heard sometimes.
Word recognition: Linda can recognize the letters of the alphabet and most of the classroom related vocabulary we have learned so far. I have no concerns in this area.
Phonetic reading: Linda does not seem to have any real difficulty sounding out the words in our reader books, but it is not clear if she is sounding the words out or memorizing them and then saying them from memory.
Listening: Linda can generally follow dialogues in class, but she has trouble telling apart questions that are close in structure – such as “how are you?” and “how old are you?” She has a lot of trouble following classroom instructions however, so I am concerned that she is memorizing responses and not really understanding the questions.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Linda is a bit shy in class. She will participate when asked but does not often volunteer and is unwilling to lead activities. She prefers to work by herself, and resists pair or group work, esp. with boys.
Motivation: Linda does not seem very engaged in class. She has responded well to games but does not show much enthusiasm for a lot of classroom activities that involve working with peers. She does her work fairly thoroughly but does not seem to care much about whether or not it is correct. She only corrects errors when directed to do so.
Focus: Linda is generally attentive in class, but she also seems lost sometimes. She esp. struggles in the second hour to keep focused on the front of the class instead of observing other children. 
Next Steps:
Linda is doing well so far. I recommend not working ahead, and want her to re-do iLab activities so they are performed at the same pace as the class (this is one a week). I would also like her to practice simple dialogues at home with family members but with frequent changes in the order of the lines so she learns to listen carefully to the question instead of repeating a memorized script.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Mike can trace letters fairly well but he needs to slow down if he is to improve. When writing free hand Mike has a lot of trouble with letter size (all letters are the same size in his writing) and he cannot correctly place tall letters (such as l, h, k, t, d and b) or letters that hang below the line (such as g, j, and y).
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Though Mike can copy the teacher’s speaking pattern he usually speaks in single words only. He has a limited ability to manipulate sentence forms for changes in questions and answers, or for plural nouns.
Word recognition: Mike can recognize most letters of the alphabet but he is very slow to recognize our classroom vocabulary. He has some difficulty recognizing high frequency words, and needs to have more practice studying the writing of new vocabulary instead of just the pictures.
Phonetic reading: Mike can sound out most of the consonant-vowel-consonant pattern words in our phonetic readers. He has mastered the medial e and a sounds in this word pattern. However, it is not clear that he understands the meaning of the words.
Listening: Mike seems to follow class well. He shows little difficulty following classroom instructions, and can generally complete dialogues and other interactive tasks with classmates and the teacher, but he does so slowly, and as said above rarely uses complete sentence patterns.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Mike participates actively in class. He sometimes volunteers, but he is reluctant to do an activity the first time. He does show a preference for book work, and has trouble switching between activities.
Motivation: Mike seems happy in class, but he is not very enthusiastic about anything in particular. He is not interested in correct his mistakes when they are pointed out to him, and generally wants to do the minimum to meet the requirements of the activity. He does not push himself, and this is reflected in often incomplete homework.
Focus: Mike does fairly well in class, but he can get distracted by his book, and has a lot of difficulty switching between tasks. He esp. struggles in the second hour with staying on the activity the class is doing instead of doodling or flipping through the book.
Next Steps:
Mike needs to complete all of the homework on a regular basis. In particular he needs to make sure he does all the handouts that the teacher’s give and works in his writing practice book. Also Mike should not work very far ahead on the iLab. He should be doing one activity per week to keep pace with the class. If he enjoys and activity I suggest doing it again, instead of moving ahead.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Rain can trace letters fairly well, but he needs to slow down to improve his hand control, particularly on letters that curve. His free-hand writing is very limited. He can form individual letters very slowly but has a weak sense of their relative size and where they should be placed on the line.
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Rain says very little in class, and when he does it is almost always only single word answers. He can reasonably copy the teacher’s pronunciation, but it is not clear if he can speak independently.
Word recognition: Rain can recognize most of the letters of the alphabet and most of the classroom vocabulary we have studied so far, but he is much more familiar with the pictures of objects than the written form.
Phonetic reading: It is very difficult to tell if Rain is able to sound these words about because he refuses to participate in the reading with the class. When pressed he can usually say individual words in the consonant-vowel-consonant pattern, but it is not clear if he can actually read them, or has just memorized from listening to others. He struggles with the medial e sound in many words.
Listening: Rain does not seem to understand most of what happens in class. He has a lot of trouble following instruction and cannot complete short dialogues with classmates and the teacher, without support. He cannot distinguish between the questions “how are you?” and “how old are you?” It is not clear how much of this problem is related to language and how much is related to concentration.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Rain almost never participates in whole class activities. He does not volunteer and when called upon sometimes refuses to participate. When he does participate he usually does not know what the activity is, and requires a lot of teacher and TA support.
Motivation: Rain is very uninterested in class. He does not face the front, or engage in any activities. He mostly amuses himself by letting his books and pencils fall on the floor. He will not do either book work or paired activities unless directed to by the teacher and closely monitored. He shows no interest in completing any tasks in class.
Focus: Rain is very easily distracted. He cannot stay on a single task for any length of time without constant supervision by the teacher or the TA. In our class, he is most often flipping through his book instead of participating in the class – but he is not working in the book, just flipping the pages. He also regularly draws on the desk and allows his pencils and books to fall to the floor, which is very distracting for the other children. He often cannot stay in his chair, but gets up for no purpose. He has several times actually fallen out of the chair.
Next Steps:
I believe that Rain’s language difficulties in class are directly related to his poor behavior. I strongly recommend he be placed on an individual action plan. I believe that when Rain is able to concentrate in class his speaking and listening abilities will improve.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Thomas’ handwriting is very difficult to read. On his handwriting practice sheets he has trouble following the tracing lines, and his letters are sloppy. When writing without guiding lines he has limited control of letter size. 
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Pronunciation is acceptable at this point. However, Thomas has limited control of sentence patterns and mainly repeats what the teacher says; often by shouting over other students. He has trouble completing dialogue activities with the teacher and with classmates. He usual leaves out articles when he speaks (a, the).
Word recognition: Thomas is not familiar with the alphabet yet. He can produce the sounds of some letters, but can only name a small number. He has trouble telling letters like b and d apart, as well as g and j. On the assessment he was unable to recognize ‘c’ or ‘l.’
Phonetic reading: Thomas has a great deal of trouble sounding out words at first, but he quickly memorizes the stories we have learned an can then repeat them from memory. He cannot recognize the words independently or sound them out.
Listening: Thomas can repeat what the teacher says but does not really understand much of what happens in class. He is unable to follow most instructions and often repeats questions back instead of answering them.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Thomas wants to take part in class but he cannot wait his turn and often interrupts other children and shouts out in class. He also does not wait for instructions to be given. This makes his participation disruptive instead of helpful. He also talks to other students in class and interferes with their learning.
Motivation: Thomas is much more concerned with doing work quickly than doing it well. This is reflected in his handwriting where he fails to trace carefully, and in his spoken performance in class when he starts shouting out random answers before the instructions for activities are completely given.
Focus: Thomas is very easily distracted by other students, his pens and things falling from his desk. He needs to be continually reminded to stay on task and closely monitored in class. He is often chatting with other students instead of doing his work, and this is disruptive in the class. He likes to play with the arm of his chair (the desk part) when other students are speaking, and this has been so disruptive as to require he be seated in a chair without a desk.
Next Steps:
Thomas needs to review more carefully, esp. the alphabet, and I recommend the www.starfall.com website for additional practice. He should focus on perfecting current learning rather than working ahead, I would like him to do only one iLab activity per week and replay Game 1 until his score is 100%.

Thomas needs to improve his behavior in class. It has begun to impact the learning of other students. I recommend he be placed on a personal action plan for this. I would be happy to discuss this in person.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Tommy can trace letters fairly well, but he needs to slow down when he does so to make sure he is completely accurate. When he writes without guiding lines he has difficulty with letter size (he makes all letters the same size) and cannot correctly produce tall letters (such as t, h, d and b) and letters that hang below the line (such as g, j and y).
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Tommy has very good pronunciation and good spoken grammar. He is very attentive to sentence patterns in class and can manipulate them with only a little guidance from the teacher.
Word recognition: Tommy has no trouble recognizing the letters of the alphabet and the classroom object words we have studied so far. He also has a large vocabulary of high frequency words that he can recognize.
Phonetic reading: Tommy can sound out new words, fairly easily and had shown no difficulties in mastering the story books we have studied so far. 
Listening: Tommy can follow most class instructions with ease and perform all of the simple dialogues we have studied so far with the teacher and peers. He has no trouble switching roles during interactive activities.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Tommy is very eager to participate in class, and often does volunteer to go first when we do new activities. Tommy also often wants to take multiple turns when we do interactive activities, but he is slow to do book or individual work. This is when he can get distracted.
Motivation: Tommy has a positive attitude in class and contributes to the energy in our classroom. His challenge is to make sure that energy is always helpful, as Tommy is very easily influenced by others. When he is following the class his motivation to do well is high, but if he is following others (esp on break and in the second hour of class) he can be very disruptive.
Focus: Tommy has some trouble keeping focused in class. He is very easily influenced by the other students and will copy their behavior (good or bad) when he notices it. He also talks to his neighbors often, and he has had to be separated from other students several times. On one occasion, he had to be seated in a chair without a table because he could not leave the table arm alone.
Next Steps:
Tommy is on track in class. His academic performance is great, but he needs to not get overconfident. Our program becomes more difficult quickly. He should be doing iLab one activity per week to keep pace with the class (working ahead will limit review later in the course, and is not advised).

I am concerned about Tommy’s behavior because he is so easily influenced by other students. He is not a problem by himself, but he is naturally a follower and lets other children tell him what to do. I will be making greater efforts to separate him from problem students, but I also think that this behavior should be modified at home as well as in class.

Language Performance:

Handwriting: Jacky’s handwriting is reasonably neat, but he should do the tracing practice sheets more slowly to improve his accuracy (particularly letters e and s). When he writes free-hand he has trouble with letters that hang down below the line (such as g, j and y).
Speaking (Grammar and Pronunciation): Jacky over uses a single structure for most situations – It’s a… He cannot recognize plural nouns and use the appropriate structure for them. In most cases he copies the teacher’s pattern and does not understand the difference between questions and statements.
Word recognition: Jacky can recognize and name the letters of the alphabet, and he can recognize many of the classroom object words we have introduced so far.
Phonetic reading: Jacky can read the phonics books we have used so far with a little support. He can sound out words that follow the consonant-vowel-consonant pattern and has mastered the pronunciation of the medial a and e vowels.
Listening: Jacky shows limited listening comprehension. As noted before he cannot distinguish between questions and statements, has difficulty following classroom instructions without a visual demonstration, and cannot complete small dialogues with the teacher or classmates.
Personal Performance: 

Participation: Jacky is not very active in class. He will participate when called on, but he rarely volunteers. He is not very interested in doing activities with other students, and does not follow the class except when we are doing book work.
Motivation: Jacky does not seem to be very interested in class. He does his work fairly well, but he does not show any enthusiasm for our activities, and he does not correct errors unless directed to do so. He does not seem to care about doing work particularly fast, or well.
Focus: Jacky generally has good focus but he can get distracted by other boys – he will copy their behavior, and he likes to play with the desk arm of his chair which is disruptive.
Next Steps:
My main concern about Jacky is that he is distracted in class because he cannot follow the lesson. I would like him to practice listening to the classroom audio at home (the teacher can provide this if he brings in a USB key). Also he should not get too far ahead on the iLab, it is important to match our work in class with the homework for the best results. He should only be doing one activity per week on the Practice and Play. If he enjoys the activity I recommend doing them over, rather than working forward.

One additional concern is with Jacky’s name. Usually, Jacky is the name of a girl, and Jack is for a boy. This is not a problem in class, but as he grows older could be a source of embarrassment or confusion.
